Certificates of Attendance for Other Professionals

Most licensure boards, credentialing agencies and professional organizations have processes that allow individuals to earn

a certain number of CEUs for non-pre-approved programs and/or accommodate self-submission for approval of continuing

education hours after the event takes place with proper documentation from the program sponsors.
